¢ These questions add details.
e Students do not know the answers.
w Differentiated Questions (aka circling)
 These are questions about facts.
¢ Students know the answers to these questions because you made a statement.
o If they respond accurately, quickly, and confidently, you don’t have to ask as many of these.
